RECREATION AREA

1. Recreation Land. The Trustees are hergby empowered to

set aside a parcel of land of the common grOUAG, either presently
held by said Trustees or hereinafter acquiréd by said Trustees,
to use, develop and maintain for recreatibn purposes and to con-~
struct thereon a swimming pool, tennis ,Courts and other recreation
facilities as agreed upon between thr Trustees and the party
designated to develop said recreation land.

2. Development of Recreati;ﬁfArea. The Trustees are hereby

empowered to make the necessaryfcontractual arrangements with a

developer designated by said Trustees to construct and develop

the recreation area. The cost of the recreational area and its

various facilities shall be initially borne by the developer of
same, to be repaid as hereinafter set forth.

3. Membership Feefand Annual Maintenance Fee. The Trustees

shall set two fees in;éonnection with the construction, development,
maintenance, operatign and improvement to the recreation area and

its facilities:

a) Membdrship Fee. The initial membership fee shall be
Six Hundred Fif?é Dollars ($650.00) per lot and said fee shall
entitle the ow?ér of said lot perpetual membership to the recreation
facilities. ﬂgﬁid‘hembership shall pass to subsequent lot owners
without payment of an additional membership fee.

bli Annual Maintenance Fee. The Trustees shall assess and

collect an‘annual maintenance fee from eac. lot that has paid a
membership fee, as sét out above, for the recreation facilities,
said feée shall initially be One Hundred Fifty Dollars ($150.00) per
lot. fThis fee shall be used exclusively for the maintenance, upkeep
"and pperation of the recreation facilities and shall be segregated
from all other fees collected by the Trustees under this Indenture

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4. Payment of Membership Fee and Annual Maintegéi;e Fee.

a) Presently Developed Lots. Any lot that, as of the

date of the recording of thisFourth Amendment, h3§ been developed
by the constructicn of a residence thereon may,*iut shall not be
required to. pay a membership fee for the rec;é/ation facilities;
in the event that the owner of such a lot piji such membership -
fee, that lot and its owner and all subsequént owners thereof
shall be perpctual members of the recreatfon facilities and there-
after subject to the annual maintenance fee. Any owner of a
presently developed lot that chooses nd% to pay the membership

fee shall have no rights to use the récreation facilities at any
time; provided, however, the TrusteeﬁFmay, upon thirty (30) days
notice to the lot owner describedvih this Paragraph 4 a), put a
time limit upon the lot and its owners! right to join the recrea-
tion facilities and thereafter 3éid lot and its owner shall be per-
mitted to join such recreationféacilities only on approval of the
Trustees. /

b) Subsequent Developed Lots., After date of recording

of this Fourth aAmendment, a?g lot that is developed by construction
of a residence thereon shaTl be permitted membership in the recrea-
tion facilities if membefship'is requested by the owner of such °
lot and upon payment ofifhe membership fee by either the lot oﬁnera
or its developer; provjded, however, the Trustees may, upon thirty
(30) days notice to gﬂe lot owner described in thie Paragraph 4 b),
put a time limit upon the lot and its owners' right to join the
recreation facilities and thereafter said lot and its owner shall
be permitted to join such recreation facilities only on approval of
the Trustees; any developer of a lot that it subject to this Inden-
ture of Trust may require, if the developer so chooses, the pur-
chaser of said/lot to pay the membership fee and said lot, its owner
and all subseéuent owners shall then be perpetual members of the
recreation fécilities, Drov1dad, however, nothing herein shall be -
crnstrued a8s to require a developer to make memberships in the

recreation/ facilities mandatory.
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c) Perpetual Membership. Uponvpayme?ﬁ of the membership

fee for the recreation facilities (said fee béing paid either vol-
untarily by the then lot owner or its developer or by reason of the
lot owner being required by the lot developer at the time of sale,

5. Use of Membership Fee and Maintenance Fee.

a) The Membershlp Fee. The membership fee paid by a lot

owner, or developer on beﬁElf of such lot owner, shall be used‘by
the developer in the con?kruction of the recreation facilities,.
such cost to include ingerest On .any money .borrowed for the con-
struction of the recre#%ion facilitics by such developer. All of
such membership fees §%all beipaid immediately upon receipt of same
by the Trustees to t@é develper. Upon full repayment to the developer,
such membership feesf shall be applied by the Trustees to the mainten-
ance fund to be useé thereafter in accordance with the provisions
of Section 5 b) foilow1ng.

b) Malntenance Fee. The annual maintenance fee shall be

used for the general maintenance of the recreation facilities only,

and for the Opeﬁétion and management of same and to that end such
fund may be useﬁ to hire staff and management personnel as deter-
mined by thno Tgustees. In addition toi.the foregoing, the Trustees
may retain an& apply any surplus funds from the maintenance fees,
including membershlp fees paid over after. discharge of the debt to
the developeé as provided in Sectlon 5 a) above, 1n a separate fund

for future Eddltlonal imprcvements to be added to the recreatlon
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c) Separate Funds. The membership fees and the main-

tenance fees shall at all timzs be held for }ﬁ; purpose as set
forth in this Fourth Amendment to the Indeq;ﬁre of Trust and at
no time shall such fees become or be usiﬁﬁas part of the general
assessments provided for in the Indengﬁ}e of Trust.

6. Change in Membership Fee and:Maintenance Fee.

a) Membership Fee. The(developer of the recreation

facilities may, at the end of a yériod of one (1) year from date
of recording hereof, require ?ﬁé Trustees to raise the membership
fee above the Six Hundred Fif{y Dollars ($650.00) amount as set out
herein in order to pay offf£he construction.and development cost
incurred by such developer, including interest paid or being paid
by such developer.

b) MaintenanCe Fee. The Trustees may change and modify

the annual maintenanée fee at any time upon neotice of thirty (30)

days to %he memb:;p, but only upon a showing that such change is
ge

based upon a cha in maintenance and operating costs being in-

curred or anticipated.
